 Catholic Schools Week ï 2012

The theme for this yearôs Catholic Schools Week is ñFaith, Academics, and Service.ò The purpose of Catho-

lic Schools Week is to build community awareness of, and involvement in Catholic schools throughout the 

country. During this week, many dioceses and schools encourage parents to take full advantage of the bene-

fits of local Catholic schools by enrolling their children in those schools.  

 

CSW is an occasion to thank existing Catholic school parents for their many sacrifices and for their support 

of Catholic schools. It is also an opportunity for schools to interest citizens in volunteering their time and 

talents in our schools. In keeping with the theme of Faith, Academics and Service, St. Elizabeth Seton Cath-

olic School has an exciting agenda for our students with many special events and guest speakers planned for 

the week. 

 

During the week students will help with beautification of the campus, have a jeans day for $1 with pro-

ceeds given to the HCA (Holy Childhood Association), participate in a Career Day with business and 

other leaders in the community, and celebrate the 2nd annual Seton Epcot Day, where each class cre-

ates a colorful display from a country around the world. Students will also compete in a friendly fund-

raising competition called Penny Wars. In penny wars, each class has a labeled white pipe for collecting 

coins. The value of the pennies collected by the group count positively toward that groups point total, while 

the value of other coins in the tube is subtracted. Hence, in a competition between Group A and Group B, a 

contributor who wants Group A to win will place pennies into Group Aôs bucket and nickels, dimes or quar-

ters into Group Bôs bucket. At the end, a winner among groups is declared, and ALL the proceeds will be 

donated to the Gymnasium fund.
